PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The measure establishes the crime of abuse of public trust, and sets penalties.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 411 on local governments is indeterminable, but is expected to be minimal.  The measure creates the crime of public trust. The measure sets penalties and provides for forfeiture of assets.

To comply with the measure, local law enforcement would need additional training.  Interviewees indicated training would be minimal.

The measure sets penalties for abuse of public trust at Class D, Class C, and Class B felonies.  Local jails would be responsible for incarcerating these type prisoners, at least for the period between conviction and sentencing.  This period generally lasts 45 days, with daily per diem costing counties $27.51 per days.
