Text of Legislation:  

Amend KRS 532.031, relating to hate crimes to change the name of the offense to committing a hate crime; reduce the number of underlying offenses; provide for a jury trial on the matter of whether the crime was committed as a result of hate; change the penalty to a Class D felony for a first offense and Class C felony for each subsequent offense.



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

This bill creates an additional felony offense if a person commits the underlying offense within the definition of a hate crime as defined by the proposed statute.   The majority of these underlying offenses are misdemeanors so the individuals could be convicted of a Class D or C felony. 

The Department of Corrections has no available data on misdemeanant offenders; however, as an example, this bill could result in two additional commitments in FY 04 with a one year sentence (7.7 months served) and two additional commitments in FY 05.  Due to the nature of these offenses, the offenders would likely be classified to housing in Department facilities, rather than local jails.

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
This bill could result in two additional inmates in FY 04 at a cost of  $20,200 and two additional inmates in FY 05 at a cost of  $20,700.

NOTE:  In all cases, consideration should be given to the cumulative impact of all bills that increase the felon population and therefore impose new cost obligations on the Department of Corrections.
