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AN ACT relating to crimes and punishments.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 514.100 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
A person is guilty of the unauthorized use of an automobile or other propelled vehicle when he knowingly operates, exercises control over, or otherwise uses such vehicle without consent of the owner or person having legal possession thereof.

(2)
Consent under subsection (1) of this section may be limited to a set period of time or may expire at a set time by agreement between the person giving consent for the use or possession of the automobile or other propelled vehicle and the person receiving the consent.

(3)
Unauthorized use of an automobile or other propelled vehicle is a Class A misdemeanor unless the defendant has previously been convicted of this offense, or of violation of KRS 514.030 for having stolen an automobile or other propelled vehicle in which case it shall be a Class D felony.
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
