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AN ACT relating to state employee organizations.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 18A IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

For purposes of Sections 1 to 3 of this Act, a state employee organization is a nonprofit organization that:

(1)
Represents all classified and unclassified employees in the executive branch of state government who are subject to KRS Chapter 18A, 151B, and 16A, exclusive of members and employees of the General Assembly and employees of the Legislative Research Commission;

(2)
Is not associated or affiliated in any way with a labor organization as defined in KRS 336.180;

(3)
Does not compensate its officers or members;

(4)
Does not directly or indirectly pay or promise to pay any assessment for political purposes, or solicit or take part in soliciting any political assessment, subscription, contribution, or service;

(5)
Does not contribute to a political action committee, political candidate, or political party; and

(6)
Does not endorse any political candidate or political party.

SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 18A IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

A state employee organization shall be permitted:

(1)
To have, for meetings of the organization, reasonable, free-of-charge use of public buildings owned or leased by the Commonwealth of Kentucky; and

(2)
To recruit members on state grounds and in state buildings at reasonable times and places not to include regular office hours.

SECTION 3.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 18A IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

The Secretary of the Finance and Administration Cabinet, the Secretary of the Personnel Cabinet, and the State Treasurer shall permit a state employee organization to utilize the state payroll deduction process to collect voluntary member contributions.
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
