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AN ACT relating to driving under the influence.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 189A IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The court may, in its discretion and for good cause, require that a person held for violating 189A.010(1)(a), (b), (c), or (d) for a second or subsequent offense who possesses a valid operator's license to have installed, as a nonfinancial condition of bail, an ignition interlock device on any motor vehicle or motorcycle that the person will operate pending the outcome of the charges.

(2)
After receipt of any report pursuant to KRS 189A.340(3)(c) that indicates that the person violated the nonfinancial condition of bail, the court shall suspend the person's license pursuant to KRS 189A.200.

(3)
If the person is found guilty of the offense charged and has complied with the nonfinancial condition of bail, then the court may consider the reports received pursuant to KRS 189.340(3)(c) during sentencing.
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
