AN ACT relating to livestock disease control.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 257.010 is amended to read as follows:

As used in this chapter, unless the context requires otherwise:

(1)
"Board" means the Board of Agriculture;

(2)
"Commissioner" means the Commissioner of Agriculture;

(3)
"Communicable disease" includes hog cholera, brucellosis, leptospirosis, anthrax, black leg, catarrhal influenza of cattle, contagious pleuro-pneumonia, foot and mouth disease or aphthous fever, glanders, hemorrhagic septicemia, maladie du coit or dourine, mange of cattle, necrobacillosis and foot rot in sheep, hydrophobia, rinderpest, scabies in cattle, Texas tick or southern cattle fever, tuberculosis, equine viral arteritis, or any other disease proclaimed by the board to be of a transmissible character;

(4)
"Compost" means the humus-like product of the process of composting domestic livestock, poultry, or fish, which may be used as a soil conditioner or enhancer;

(5)
"Composting" means the biological decomposition of organic matter which inhibits pathogens;

(6)
"Experiment station" means the agricultural experiment station;

(7)
"Fish" means the bodies and parts of bodies of all animal aquatic life being raised, or kept for sale to a wholesaler or retailer, or for direct sale to the public;

(8)
"Livestock" means cattle, sheep, swine, deer and elk, whose regulatory requirements are under KRS Chapters 150 and 246, that are privately owned and raised in a confined area for breeding stock, food, fiber, and other products, goats, horses, or any other animals of the bovine, ovine, porcine, caprine, or equine species;

"Owner" means any person owning or leasing from another, or having in charge any domestic animal;

(10)
"Poultry" means all chickens, ducks, turkeys, or other domestic fowl being raised or kept on any premises in the Commonwealth for profit;[ and]
(11)
"Premises" means any portion of land, or any structure erected on land, and any vehicle or vessel used in the transportation of passengers, goods, or animals;

(12)
"Equine infectious anemia" means the infectious disease of equines caused by a lentivirus that enters the bloodstream and invades lymphocytes, which produces anemia, intermittent fever, and severe weight loss;

(13)
"Originating" means born and remaining within the state of Kentucky prior to movement or having remained in the state of Kentucky for not less than six (6) months immediately prior to movement within the state;

(14)
"Stockyard" mean any livestock yard, concentration point, or any other public place where livestock are assembled for sale or exchange and are bought, sold, or exchanged at auction or upon a commission or other basis;

(15)
"Approved stockyard" means a stockyard that has complied with state and federal requirements for specific movements of livestock and has been approved by the chief livestock health official and federal area veterinarian-in-charge of the area where the stockyard does business;

"Chief livestock health official" means the state veterinarian of the Division of Animal Health, Department of Agriculture, or his or her authorized representative; and

(17)
"Veterinarian-in-charge" means the veterinarian official of the Animal and Plant Health Inspection Service, United States Department of Agriculture, who is assigned to supervise and perform the official animal health work of the Animal and Plant Health Inspection Service in Kentucky.

SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS 257.010 TO 257.315 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
All horses originating within the state, including foals accompanied by their dams, offered for sale, traded, given away, leased, moved for the purpose of change of ownership, or offered for exhibition, including entry into fairgrounds, livestock show grounds, public boarding stables, trail rides, or racing within the state, shall not be required to test for equine infectious anemia.

(2)
Except as provided in subsection (1) of this section, all horses moving into or through the state, including foals accompanied by their dams, offered for sale, traded, given away, leased, moved for the purpose of change of ownership, or offered for exhibition, including entry into fairgrounds, livestock show grounds, public boarding stables, trail rides, or racing shall:

(a)
Test negative to an agar gel immunodiffusion test or other United States Department of Agriculture approved test pursuant to 9 C.F.R. sec. 75.4 administered by the veterinarian-in-charge; or

(b)
Provide proof of a negative test for equine infectious anemia within the previous six (6) months.
(3)
All horses originating within the state which are offered for sale at an approved stockyard within the state may be required to show proof of a negative test for equine infectious anemia within the previous twelve (12) months. Horses without proof of a negative test for equine infectious anemia within the previous twelve (12) months a blood sample drawn and tested by the approved stockyard's veterinarian at the seller's expense.

(4)
Horses not originating within the state which are offered for sale at an approved stockyard within the state shall be required to show proof of a negative test for equine infectious anemia within the previous twelve (12) months. Horses without proof of a negative test for equine infectious anemia within the previous twelve (12) months shall have a blood sample drawn and tested by the approved stockyard's veterinarian at the seller's expense.
(5)
Any horse originating within or moving into or through the state, including unweaned foals accompanied by their dams, who tests positive for equine infectious anemia within the state shall comply with all administrative regulations promulgated by the Kentucky Department of Agriculture or the state Board of Agriculture relating to the isolation, quarantine, movement, control, and euthanization of diseased animals.
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
