PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The measure amends KRS 441.105 to require jailer's reports to the Department of Corrections be done in accordance with the Kentucky minimum standards for jails.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 514 on local governments is indeterminable, but likely will be minimal.  If the measure is enacted county jailers would be required to file one less report.  

The necessity to file a monthly report to the Department of Corrections regarding prisoner information would be negated by the weekly report currently filed with the Kentucky Jail Standards Commission.  The weekly report to the Kentucky Jail Standard Commission contains information on types of prisoners and movement of prisoners.  The same information is required on the monthly reports to the Department of Corrections.  Therefore, no need would exist for the monthly report if the measure is enacted, resulting in less administrative duties of county jailers.
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
