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AN ACT relating to plumbing.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 318.020 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
Nothing contained in this chapter shall be construed as prohibiting the employment of an apprentice to assist a journeyman plumber in his duties.

(2)
This chapter shall not apply to anyone who is employed or acts as a maintenance man.

(3)
This chapter shall not apply to persons employed by any water company, water district or sanitation district, in the laying, maintenance, and operation of its mains and other appurtenances in the conduct of its business.

(4)
(a)
A homeowner who desires to install or alter plumbing, sewage, or drainage in a home he or she occupies as his or her primary residence or in a home to be constructed by the homeowner for use as his or her primary residence shall be exempt from the licensing requirements of KRS 318.030 if the homeowner:
1.
Applies for a permit to construct, install, or alter plumbing, sewage, or drainage prior to beginning the construction, installation, or alteration of plumbing, sewage, or drainage;
2.
Performs all work in compliance with the state plumbing code and the administrative regulations promulgated pursuant to the code;
3.
Personally performs all the work to be done; and
4.
Signs, at the time of making application for the permit, an affidavit indicating that he or she will use the house as his or her primary residence for at least one (1) year. The one (1) year period shall not begin to run until the date the plumbing inspector approves the plumbing.
(b)
The department shall issue a subsequent permit to any homeowner who previously has been issued a permit under the provisions of paragraph (a) of this subsection if the homeowner complies anew with the provisions of paragraph (a) of this subsection and either:
1.
Submits to the department documentation that he or she has occupied the last residence for which a permit was issued under paragraph (a) of this subsection as his or her primary residence for a period of at least one (1) year upon completion of the plumbing work. The one (1) year period shall not begin to run prior to the date the plumbing inspector approves the plumbing; or

2.
Submits to the department documentation that five (5) years has elapsed since a permit under this subsection was issued.
(5)
The provisions of this chapter relating to the licensure of plumbers shall apply to all persons engaged in the practice of plumbing.
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
