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AN ACT relating to standing committees of the General Assembly.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 6 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

As used in this section, "business association" includes the following:

(a)
A private employer;

(b)
A general or limited partnership;

(c)
A corporation that is family-owned or in which all shares of stock are closely held;

(d)
A corporation in which the legislator has an investment interest, owns, or has a beneficial interest in shares of stock which constitute more than five percent (5%) of the value of the corporation; or

(e)
A corporation or other business entity in which the legislator serves as an agent or a compensated representative.
(2)
In appointing the membership of standing committees of the House of Representatives or the Senate, the appointing authority in each chamber shall consider the profession, occupation, and business association of each member. No more than thirty percent (30%) of the members of a standing committee shall be of the same occupation or profession or have business associations whose legislative interests, as defined in KRS 6.611(23), correspond to the jurisdiction of the standing committee.
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
