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AN ACT relating to the human service transportation delivery program, making an appropriation therefor, and declaring an emergency.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 281 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
If a broker in the transportation delivery system becomes unable to perform its obligations or is otherwise unable to reimburse subcontractors for appropriately provided services, the human service transportation delivery program shall be responsible for payment of completed billings for those services and shall make direct payment to the subcontractors under the broker's contractual provisions regarding reimbursement and rates.

This section is retroactive to claims made to any broker who was unable to reimburse the claims for any reason as of January 1, 2003.

SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 281 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
To facilitate understanding and cooperation of all persons involved in the human transportation delivery program, an advisory council shall be created to make recommendations regarding the proper administration, claims, payments, efficiency, and other relevant matters relating to the program.

(2)
The advisory council shall be comprised of the following members:

(a)
One (1) person representing providers in each geographic area for each program served in the human transportation delivery program;
(b)
The program coordinator for each program;
(c)
One (1) person representing each cabinet involved with a program served in the human transportation delivery program;
(d)
One (1) person representing a broker in each program served in the human transportation delivery program; and

(e)
One (1) consumer representing consumers in each geographic area for each program served in the human service transportation delivery program.

(3)
The Office of Transportation Delivery shall provide staff services to the advisory council.

(4)
The membership shall elect a chair at its first meeting, which shall be held no later than July 1, 2003.

(5)
The advisory council shall discuss any issues pertinent to the transportation delivery program and shall make recommendations for improving the program to the Interim Joint Committee on Health and Welfare and the Governor no later than October 1 of each year.

(6)
The advisory council shall make recommendations to the human service transportation delivery program and to each cabinet involved with programs served by the human service transportation delivery program. The recommendations shall include but not be limited to methods to assure the continued financial viability of the program.

Section 3.   To carry out the provisions of Section 1 of this Act, there is appropriated to the Human Service Transportation Delivery Program out of the General Fund $900,000 in FY 2002-2003.

Section 4.   Whereas the continued viability of the human service transportation delivery program is at stake and may not be able to continue in certain parts of the state without the immediate payment of outstanding accounts, an emergency is declared to exist, and this Act takes effect upon its passage and approval by the Governor or upon its otherwise becoming a law.
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
