PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 542 HCS amends the statutes to specify that on establishment of a charter county government -- the combining of county and city operations into a single governing unit -- the amount appropriated by the fiscal court to the office of property valuation administrator (PVA) shall be no less than the total received from both the county and the city in the fiscal year prior to formation of the charter government, subject to certain limitations.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 542 HCS on local government is indeterminable but should be minimal. Provisions in the bill will have no immediate effect because no charter counties exist currently in Kentucky. The HCS assures that the annual amount appropriated to the PVA's office under a charter government shall be a combined amount consisting of the total required of the county under KRS 132.590 and the amount required of the city under KRS 132.285. The bill sets limitations on the amount to be appropriated, based on the assessment subject to taxation.
