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AN ACT relating to the display of decals of the United States flag on publicly owned vehicles.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 174 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Subject to the provisions of this section, the Department of Military Affairs shall establish a program to supply decals bearing representations of the United States flag to state agencies, local governments, and local boards of education for placement on publicly owned vehicles in the Commonwealth.

(2)
Flag decals under this section shall be of a size, type, and design selected by the department.

(3)
The department shall accept donations to defray the entire cost of supplying the stickers to the various governmental agencies. No general fund moneys shall be used to supply the decals. Individual donors may request that their donations be used to supply flags to a particular agency or governmental unit.

(4)
All state agencies receiving flag decals under this section shall place them on all agency-owned vehicles. Local governments and boards of education receiving decals under this section shall place them on all vehicles that they own, unless the local government or board of education has a program in place to display flag decals on their vehicles.

(5)
The Department for Local Government, the Department of Education, and the Finance and Administration Cabinet shall assist the Department of Military Affairs in identifying publicly owned vehicles eligible to receive decals under this section.

(6)
The Department of Military Affairs shall promulgate administrative regulations in accordance with KRS Chapter 13A to mandate the proper method of display for the decals and to otherwise carry out the provisions of this section.

(7)
The department shall maintain a list of donors under this section and shall, on July 1 of each year, distribute this list to the President of the Senate and the Speaker of the House of Representatives. The department shall also display the list on its website. Any donor who wishes to remain anonymous may request that the department not place the donor's name on the list.
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
