PURPOSE/MECHANICS  

HB 56 amends KRS 83A.170 to require both candidates who are tied for the second highest number of votes in a mayoral election to be placed on the ballot along with the candidate who received the highest number of votes. Currently, KRS 83A.170 makes no reference to the possibility of a tie vote for the second highest number of votes. KRS 118.425, governing certificates of election issued by the State Board of Elections provides for the determination by lot when two or more candidates receive the highest and equal number of votes for the same office.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 56 on local governments is indeterminable, but likely minimal. The statute, KRS 83A.170, which the bill amends, relates only to nonpartisan mayoral city elections. Possible areas of impact include adding a third name to the ballot and putting into effect a procedural change related to tie votes. However, the likelihood of having two mayoral candidates tied for second place, would be rare. There would be no impact in the first year the bill would be in effect as mayors will not be elected again until the year 2006.
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
