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AN ACT relating to students with diabetes.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 156 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The Kentucky Board of Education shall promulgate administrative regulations requiring a school to develop and implement an individual diabetes care plan for a student with diabetes and to assist the student in the management of his or her illness at school.

(a)
In the development of the administrative regulations, the board shall:
1.
Consult with:
a.
The Kentucky Department of Education health services coordinator as established in KRS 156.501;
b.
The Kentucky Diabetes Control Program of the Department for Public Health; and
c.
The Kentucky Diabetes Advisory Committee of the Department for Public Health; and
2.
Take into consideration the guidelines recommended by the American Diabetes Association on the care of children with diabetes in a school or day care setting.
(b)
The administrative regulations shall include:

1.
Procedures for the development of an individual diabetes care plan at the written request of a student's parent or guardian, and with the involvement of:

a.
The student's parent or guardian;

b.
The student's health care provider;

c.
The student's classroom teacher;

d.
The student, if appropriate;

e.
The school nurse, if the school has one; and

f.
A school employee who has been trained and who has been delegated the responsibility to perform a health service for the student pursuant to KRS 156.502, if appropriate;

2.
Procedures for the regular review of an individual diabetes care plan, on at least an annual basis;

3.
Information and training to be made available to teachers and other school personnel in order to appropriately support and assist a student with diabetes;

4.
A sample form to be used in the development of an individual diabetes care plan; and

5.
Information to be included in an individual diabetes care plan, including but not limited to:

a.
The responsibilities of designated school personnel;

b.
The required training for designated school personnel;

c.
An emergency care plan;

d.
The identification of allowable actions to be taken by school personnel;

e.
The extent to which a student is able to participate in the management of his or her diabetes; and

f.
Other information necessary or useful for school personnel to provide appropriate care to a student and to assist the student in the management of his or her illness at school.

(c)
The Kentucky Department of Education health services coordinator as established in KRS 156.501 shall send notification of the promulgation of the administrative regulations and related information to:

1. 
All schools and school districts;

2.
Members of the Kentucky Diabetes Network;

3.
Members of the Kentucky Diabetes Advisory Committee of the Department for Public Health;

4.
The Kentucky Diabetes Control Program of the Department for Public Health; and
5.
The Kentucky office of the American Diabetes Association.
Section 2.   KRS 156.501 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
The Department of Education shall provide leadership and assistance to local school districts relating to student health services. The department, working in cooperation with the Department for Public Health, shall provide, contract for services, or identify resources to improve student health services, including but not limited to the following:

(a)
Standardized protocols and guidelines for health procedures to be performed by health professionals and school personnel. The protocols and guidelines shall include but not be limited to the following:

1.
The delegation of nursing functions consistent with administrative regulations promulgated by the Kentucky Board of Nursing;

2.
Training of designated nonmedical school personnel;[ and]
3.
Uniform guidelines for the development and implementation of individual diabetes care plans as set forth in Section 1 of this Act; and

4.
Appropriate documentation and recordkeeping including, but not limited to, notification to school administrators and parents or guardians of the provision of health services by a school employee, including certification of medical necessity for health services signed by a health care professional, and informed consent for the provision of health services by a parent or guardian.


A copy of the protocols and guidelines shall be made available to each school in the Commonwealth and shall be maintained by each school in the school's library;

(b)
Consultation, technical assistance, and development of quality improvement measures for the state and local boards of education, individual public schools, and local health departments;

(c)
Facilitation of statewide and local data collection and reporting of school health services; and

(d)
Information and resources that relate to the provision of school health services.

(2)
The Department of Education shall establish a position to assist in carrying out the responsibilities required under subsection (1) of this section. The position may be established with existing personnel resources, or by contract, with an individual who:

(a)
Holds, at a minimum, a bachelor's degree in nursing with a master's degree in nursing or a related field from an accredited postsecondary institution; and

(b)
Is a registered nurse licensed under the provisions of KRS Chapter 314.

(3)
The Department of Education shall provide fifty percent (50%) of the costs for the position required by subsection (2) of this section and the Department for Public Health shall provide the remaining fifty percent (50%) for the position. The Department of Education may enter into a contractual arrangement, such as a Memorandum of Agreement, with the Department for Public Health to share the costs.

Section 3.   The Department of Education shall report to the Interim Joint Committee on Education by October 1, 2004, on progress toward the promulgation, dissemination, and implementation of the administrative regulations required by Section 1 of this Act.
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
