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AN ACT relating to crimes and punishments.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 506 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
A person knowing of prior conduct by another that constituted a felony under the laws of this state, another state, or the United States is guilty of copycatting a crime when the person commits a subsequent felony, with the intent of imitating or emulating the prior felonious conduct, either using the same or similar methodology as the prior felonious conduct or under the same or similar circumstances as the prior felonious conduct.

(2)
A person may be guilty of copycatting a crime regardless of whether a conviction had been obtained for the prior felonious conduct the person imitated or emulated.

(3)
Felonies defined outside the Kentucky Penal Code or defined by the laws of another state or the United States shall be categorized for the purposes of subsection (4) of this section utilizing the criteria set out in KRS 532.020.

(4)
Copycatting a crime is a:

(a)
Class B felony when the felony imitated or emulated is a Class A felony or capital offense;
(b)
Class C felony when the felony imitated or emulated is a Class B felony;
(c)
Class D felony when the felony imitated or emulated is a Class C felony;

(d)
Class A misdemeanor when the felony imitated or emulated is a Class D felony.
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
