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AN ACT relating to public safety.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 17 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The Kentucky State Police shall operate a child abduction alert system whenever a child under the age of eighteen (18) is abducted and is in danger of serious bodily injury or death.

(2)
At a minimum, the Kentucky State Police shall, as soon as possible after the abduction:

(a)
Disseminate to the news media appropriate information about the child and his or her abduction; and

(b)
Advise the news media on the best way to present the information to the public so as to benefit the child.
(3)
As used in this section, "abduct" means unlawfully take away or unlawfully restrain.
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
