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AN ACT relating to an electronic health network to simplify administrative transactions.
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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

HB 92/HCS amends HB 92 by detaching the Kentucky e-Health Network Board from state government; makes the Board an independent board; and allows the Board to receive gifts, grants, transaction or other fees, federal funds and any other public and private funds to perform functions and initiatives prescribed by the Act.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

HB 92/HCS retains the original provisions of HB 92, but makes the Kentucky e-Health Network Board an independent board not attached to the Governor's Office of Technology; deletes the commissioner of the Department for Medicaid Services from membership on the board; deletes the requirement that the Medicaid information system be connected to the Kentucky e-Health Network (Ke-HN); deletes the requirement that the board facilitate the development of private and public partnerships in building the network; deletes the provision to permit the network to use any Medicaid information system to support the transactions of the network; deletes language requiring the board to receive and dispense funds appropriated by the General Assembly; deletes state appropriations from the types of funds that may be received by the Ke-HN fund; adds language to clarify that the Cabinet for Health Services shall not be required to participate in the network; and prohibits the use of state appropriations for the board or any of its functions.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

HB 92/HCS prohibits funding for the Board, any of the functions of the Board, or the administration or operations of the electronic health network to be provided from state appropriations.  Therefore, this legislation has  no state fiscal impact.
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
