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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION encouraging state government agencies to more widely deploy electronic government services to benefit citizens and businesses of Kentucky.

WHEREAS, the use of computers and the Internet is rapidly transforming interactions and the relationships among citizens, private businesses, and state government; and

WHEREAS, the majority of Kentuckians now have access to the Internet at home, work or school; and

WHEREAS, the electronic delivery of state government services is a cost-effective channel for citizens and businesses to interact with state government; and

WHEREAS, using Internet-based information technology enhances citizen access to state government information and services; and

WHEREAS, equal and ready access to government information, regardless of format, is essential for a democratic society; and

WHEREAS, creating a technology friendly business environment will assist in promoting Kentucky to prospective businesses;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:

Section 1.   State agencies are hereby encouraged to offer their services via the Internet and the Kentucky.gov portal to businesses and citizens to provide Kentuckians the convenience and cost effectiveness of electronically delivered services and information.
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
