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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION encouraging the Transportation Cabinet to install raised-pavement markers and rumble strips on all Kentucky highways, especially those highways with a high incidence of head-on collisions.

WHEREAS, the staggering number of traffic collisions and highway fatalities underscores the tenuous nature of the safety of Kentucky's motoring public; and

WHEREAS, the most dramatic and terrifying motor vehicle accident is the head-on-collision; and

WHEREAS, although head-on collisions are relatively rare, accounting for just 2.3% of all two-vehicle accidents in 2001, they are extremely deadly, accounting for one-third of the fatal two-car accidents during that same year; and

WHEREAS, traffic engineers have developed remedies such as rumble strips and raised pavement markers to help reduce the number of head on collisions; and

WHEREAS, the safety of Kentucky's citizens demands that attention be paid to this danger and that potential solutions be utilized;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:

Section 1.   The members of this body encourage the Transportation Cabinet to place raised-pavement markers and rumble strips on the centerlines of all two-lane state highways and on the inside shoulders of multi-lane state highways, especially those highways with a high incidence of head-on collisions.
