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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION directing the Interim Joint Committee on Judiciary to study the issue of use of force in law enforcement.

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:

Section 1.   The Interim Joint Committee on Judiciary is hereby directed to study the issue of use of force in law enforcement across the Commonwealth, including but not limited to the following:

(1)
The current policies in law enforcement agencies across the Commonwealth regarding use of deadly force and less-than-lethal force;

(2)
The use of chemical agents against a person or animal;

(3)
The use of electrical or electronic devices against a person or animal; and

(4)
The consequences for violating current policies on use of force.

Section 2.   The Interim Joint Committee on Judiciary is directed to provide recommendations for developing a state policy on use of force in law enforcement by November 1, 2003.

Section 3.   Provisions of this resolution to the contrary notwithstanding, the Legislative Research Commission shall have the authority to alternatively assign the issues identified herein to an interim joint committee or subcommittee thereof, and to designate a study completion date.
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
