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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION requesting the Republic of Mexico to establish a Consulate of the Republic of Mexico in the Commonwealth of Kentucky.

WHEREAS, citizens of the Republic of Mexico constitute the largest group of new residents of the Commonwealth of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, many citizens of the Republic of Mexico need consular services in order to facilitate their life and work in the Commonwealth of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth of Kentucky desires to improve the ability of citizens of the Republic of Mexico to live and work in Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth of Kentucky desires to strengthen economic agricultural, business, and other ties with the Republic of Mexico; and

WHEREAS, many businesses in Kentucky do business with the Republic of Mexico, and many United States corporations have relocated operations to the Republic of Mexico and still maintain customers in and relations with businesses and employers in the Commonwealth of Kentucky and such relations would be improved and business expedited by the continued presence of Consular officials of the Republic of Mexico in Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, there is no Consulate of the Republic of Mexico in the Commonwealth of Kentucky;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:

Section 1.   That the Republic of Mexico is requested and urged to locate a Consulate of the Republic of Mexico in the Commonwealth of Kentucky and maintain a continuing consular presence in the Commonwealth of Kentucky to facilitate business and personal relationships between the Republic of Mexico and the Commonwealth of Kentucky.

Section 2.   That the Clerk of the House of Representatives send a copy of this resolution to the Ambassador of the Republic of Mexico at the Embassy of the Republic of Mexico in Washington, D.C.
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
