On page 1, by deleting lines 1 through 8 in their entirety, and inserting the following in lieu thereof:

"Section 1.   The Legislative Research Commission is directed to establish the Task Force on Homeland Security Records to study methods for enhancing the security of essential homeland security records.

Section 2.   Eleven members shall serve on the Task Force:

(1)
The Senate Co-Chair of the Interim Joint Committee on Seniors, Veterans, Military Affairs, and Public Protection who shall serve as a Co-Chair of the Task Force;

(2)
A member of the Senate, appointed by the President of the Senate;

(3)
A member of the Senate, appointed by the Minority Floor Leader of the Senate;

(4)
The House Co-Chair of the Interim Joint Committee on Seniors, Veterans, Military Affairs, and Public Protection who shall serve as a Co-Chair of the Task Force;

(5)
A member of the House of Representatives, appointed by the Speaker of the House of Representatives;

(6)
A member of the House of Representatives, appointed by the Minority Floor Leader of the House of Representatives;

(7)
The Adjutant General of Kentucky;

(8)
The Executive Director of Kentucky's Office for Security Coordination;

(9)
The Chief Information Officer of the Governor's Office for Technology;

(10)
The Attorney General, or the Attorney General's designee; and

(11)
The Executive Director of the Kentucky Press Association, or the director's designee.

Section 3.   The Task Force shall study methods for enhancing the security of essential homeland security records. These records include, but are not limited to, "public records" as defined in KRS 61.870 and pertaining to: criticality lists, vulnerability assessments, protective measures, counter measures, and needs assessments.

Section 4.   The Task Force shall transmit a copy of its report and recommendations to the Legislative Research Commission no later than November 15, 2003."; and

On page 1, line 9, by deleting "Section 3.", and inserting "Section 5." in lieu thereof.
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
