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A JOINT RESOLUTION memorializing former State Representative Richard "Hoppy" Hopkins.

WHEREAS, Richard Hopkins was a vital force in the educational, political, and civic life of McLean County for his entire life; and 

WHEREAS, Richard Hopkins dedicated his life to the education of children through his work as an agriculture and industrial arts teacher in the McLean County schools; and 

WHEREAS, Richard Hopkins continued this work as an administrator, serving as McLean County School Superintendent; and 

WHEREAS, Richard Hopkins also served as Mayor of the City of Calhoun and as McLean County Judge-Executive; and 

WHEREAS, Richard Hopkins was selected four times by the people of McLean County to be their State Representative, in 1958, 1960, 1966, and 1968; and 

WHEREAS, Richard Hopkins should be remembered fondly and tangibly for a life spent in service to others;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet shall name the Kentucky Route 136 in McLean County from the Green River to the intersection of Kentucky Route 81 the "Richard 'Hoppy' Hopkins Memorial Highway."

Section 2.
The Transportation Cabinet shall, within thirty days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect signs at each end of the bridge specified in Section 1 of this Act that read "Richard 'Hoppy' Hopkins Memorial Highway."
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
