A JOINT RESOLUTION memorializing Amber Henton Hardin.

WHEREAS, Amber Henton Hardin was born in 1914 in the Community of Buel in McLean County; and

WHEREAS, Amber Henton Hardin graduated from Livermore High School and Murray State Teachers College; and

WHEREAS, Amber Henton Hardin taught in the Bullitt and Daviess County school districts and at the Owensboro Business College; and

WHEREAS, Amber Henton Hardin served for seventeen years with the Social Security Administration in Owensboro and Madisonville; and

WHEREAS, Amber Henton Hardin was a member of the Livermore City Council from 1973 to 1977, and served as Mayor of Livermore from 1978 to 1991; and

WHEREAS, during her tenure as Mayor, Amber Henton Hardin was instrumental in the building of the Senior Citizens Apartments, a senior citizens center, and a water sewage treatment plant; and

WHEREAS, Amber Henton Hardin also helped to establish a gas system for the city and to return a public library to Livermore; and

WHEREAS, Amber Henton Hardin received several awards and commendations for her service in local government; and

WHEREAS, Amber Henton Hardin was survived by her husband, C. W. Hardin and two stepsons; and

WHEREAS, the life and service of Amber Henton Hardin should be celebrated and remembered;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet shall name the bridge on United States Route 431 over the Green and Pond Rivers south of Livermore in McLean County the "Amber Henton Hardin Memorial Bridge."

Section 2.   The Transportation Cabinet shall, within thirty days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect signs at each end of the bridge specified in Section 1 of this Act that read "Amber Henton Hardin Memorial Bridge."
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
