A RESOLUTION honoring Father Martin Mattingly upon the occasion of his imminent retirement.

WHEREAS, Father Martin Mattingly was born on April 24, 1925, a native of Owensboro, Daviess County, Kentucky; he attended high school through 10th grade at St. Francis in Owensboro, then completed high school and two years of college at Saint Mary's College in Lebanon, Marion County, Kentucky; after which time, he continued his education for six years at Saint Mary's Seminary and University in Baltimore, Maryland; and

WHEREAS, Father Martin Mattingly was ordained into the Priesthood by Bishop Francis Cotton on May 30, 1950; and

WHEREAS, Father Martin Mattingly's years of service have brought joy and enlightenment to parishioners of the Catholic faith, beginning as assistant to Father Pettit in Hickman, then as assistant to Father Anthony Thompkins in Hawesville; he was on the faculty for nine years at Brescia College; he was pastor at St. Anthony Church in Browns Valley, then was assigned to St. Leo's in Murray where he remained for twenty years, and where he also was Catholic Chaplain at Murray State University; he was assigned to St. Peter and Paul in Hopkinsville for two years, and to St. Francis DeSales in Paducah for six years; and since 1989, he has been assigned to Immaculate Conception in Earlington and Resurrection Church in Dawson Springs; and

WHEREAS, Father Martin Mattingly has dedicated his life to the Catholic Church and his Priesthood; he has been admired for his guidance and wisdom, and the parishioners he has served through the years have indeed been blessed to receive the peace and joy and kindness and generosity that Father Mattingly has so lovingly given; and

WHEREAS, Father Martin Mattingly will soon be leaving Immaculate Conception in Earlington and Resurrection Church in Dawson Springs to return to Owensboro to reside in the Bishop Cotton Priest Retirement Home;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby honor and applaud Father Martin Mattingly for his faithful service to God and for bringing all those he serves closer to God.
