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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor of Ronald Lantz.

WHEREAS, it is with heavy hearts and deep sadness when we reflect upon the heinous acts of murder created by two snipers in a rampage of cruel and savage shootings across the United States; and

WHEREAS, Ronald Lantz, a resident of Ludlow, Kenton County, Kentucky, and a thirty-five year veteran truck driver, was nearing retirement on Thursday, October 31, 2002, as he pulled into an I-70 rest stop in Frederick, Maryland; and

WHEREAS, twenty-four hours before he entered the rest stop in Maryland, Ronald Lantz, along with fellow truckers, had attended a special prayer service for the victims of these crimes, and prayed for guidance in seeking the murderers of these unspeakable acts; and

WHEREAS, it was Ronald Lantz who identified the snipers' car and license plate at the Maryland rest stop, and who made the lone 911 call at 12:59 a.m. on October 31, 2002; and it was Ronald Lantz and another trucker who placed their two 18-wheelers side-by-side to block the exit of the car until law enforcement arrived;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This honorable body praises and extends its highest commendation to Ronald Lantz for the diligence and perseverance he unfailingly displayed on October 31, 2002, in the capture of these snipers.

Section 2.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, it does so in honor of Ronald Lantz.
