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A RESOLUTION honoring the Trinity High School Shamrocks, 2002 KHSAA Class 4A football champions.

WHEREAS, over the last 35 years, the Trinity High School Shamrocks have dominated Kentucky prep football, winning 13 state championships, going undefeated 6 times, and winning a state record 50 consecutive games from 1988 to 1991; and

WHEREAS, this season, the Trinity Shamrocks accomplished the most difficult feat in all of sports when they successfully defended their 2001 Class 4A championship with a perfect 15-0 record, earning the school's fourteenth state championship and capping off the school's seventh undefeated season; and

WHEREAS, during this undefeated championship season, Trinity scored an average of 43 points per game while allowing an average of just 9.5 points per game; and

WHEREAS, Trinity's 14 game run to the championship game was an exhibition in dominance, with no opponent coming within 2 touchdowns of the Shamrocks, the defense allowing more than 10 points in only 3 games while recording 5 shutouts, and the offense being held under 30 points just twice; and

WHEREAS, Trinity was led to the championship by head coach Bob Beatty, who in 3 years at the school has amassed a record of 41 wins against only 3 losses, with 2 state championships and 1 runner-up finish; and

WHEREAS, On December 7, 2002, in front of 20,500 fans at a frigid Fairgrounds Stadium in Louisville, Trinity defeated Louisville Male 59-56 in what was arguably the greatest high school football game played in the history of the Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, the national spotlight was drawn to this astounding game, receiving coverage in Sports Illustrated Magazine and USA Today, which called the contest "one for the ages"; and

WHEREAS, the two teams in the championship game combined to break several offensive state championship records, including most points scored (115), total offense (1,335 yards), and passing yards (1,020); and

WHEREAS, the individual offensive stars in the championship game for this Trinity team were many and included quarterback Brian Brohm , who completed 19 of 25 pass attempts for a school and title game record 552 yards and 7 touchdown passes, while also leading the Shamrocks in rushing with 52 yards and 1 touchdown, and receivers TaShawn McBroom, with 7 catches for 300 yards and 3 touchdowns, and Daniel Mudd, with 6 catches for 201 yards and 3 touchdowns; and

WHEREAS, the Trinity defense, key to their championship run all season, was led by stalwarts such as Nick Hamilton, Alex Temple, Mark Ruley, and Brian Smith; and

WHEREAS, in this offensive battle unrivaled by any high school game before it, the crucial game-saving play was made by the Trinity defense when Brian Smith made a over the shoulder interception of a Male pass on the Trinity 1-yard line to seal the victory with a minute to play; and

WHEREAS, the endeavors of this Trinity team, steeped in the tradition and heritage of Shamrock football greats of the past, will now serve as a legacy to future generations of Shamrocks;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   That the members of the House of Representatives, both individually and collectively, congratulate Trinity High School, President Dr. Rob Mullen, Principal David Winkler, Head Coach Bob Beatty, and the entire Trinity High School Shamrock football team on their stellar play and high achievement during their run to the 2002 KHSAA Class 4A Football Championship.
