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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in loving memory of those who perished during the February 22, 2003, tornado in Breathitt County, and those seriously injured and adversely affected by this tragedy.

WHEREAS, it is with heavy hearts and deep sadness that we reflect upon the recent tornado disaster in the community of Athol in Breathitt County; and

WHEREAS, on Saturday, February 22, 2003, a tornado touched down in the community of Athol where it caused the deaths of Teresa Leigh Herald and David R. Noble, and left others seriously injured; and the ravaging winds totally destroyed several homes in the community; and

WHEREAS, the aftermath of this tragic event has brought grief and suffering to the families and friends of the afflicted, and the hearts of all Kentuckians feel the sorrow of this tragedy;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby express its deep sense of bereavement and loss upon the tragic deaths resulting from the February 22, 2003, tornado in Breathitt County, as well as for the suffering of the seriously injured, and we entrust their loved ones to the solace of the Almighty during these dark and painful days.

Section 2.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, it does so in loving memory of those who perished during the tornado, and those seriously injured and adversely affected by this tragedy.

Section 3.   The Clerk of the House of Representatives is hereby directed to transmit a copy of this Resolution to Representative Ted Edmonds for presentation to the families of the afflicted.
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
