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A RESOLUTION honoring Grady Wallace for his outstanding achievements in college basketball.

WHEREAS, Grady Wallace is a native son of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, reared in Mare Creek; and

WHEREAS, after attending Betsy Lane High School, Grady Wallace attended Pikeville College, and then transferred to the University of South Carolina; and

WHEREAS, during his tenure at the University of South Carolina, Grady Wallace led the nation's major college basketball players in scoring in 1957, with an average of 31.3 points per basketball game; and

WHEREAS, in addition to his national record-setting achievement at the University of South Carolina, Grady Wallace led the Atlantic Coast Conference in rebounding, and set the school standard never before achieved by scoring 54 points in one game; and

WHEREAS, during his two-year tenure with the University of South Carolina, Grady Wallace scored a total of 1,456 points and achieved a school-best scoring average of 28 points per game; and

WHEREAS, Grady Wallace, despite his record-setting achievements, still maintains to this very day a humble and affable demeanor, living in Columbia, South Carolina, with his loving wife of 43 years, Janet, and surrounded by his family;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House does hereby honor Grady Wallace, a native son of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, for his record-setting achievements in college basketball, including an average of 31.3 points per game in 1957, and a stellar two-season average of 28 points per game, with a total of 1,456 points.

Section 2.   The House does hereby hold Grady Wallace in high esteem as a sterling example of achievement that all Kentuckians may claim with pride and, in doing so, realize that they may achieve their own dreams.
