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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor of Greenup County and its citizens upon the occasion of its two hundredth anniversary as a county in the Commonwealth of Kentucky.

WHEREAS, in 1803, a part of Mason County bordering Ohio on the northeast edge of the Commonwealth, split to form Greenup County; and

WHEREAS, Greenup County was named after Governor Christopher Greenup, who was elected in 1803, the same year Greenup County was created by an Act of the Kentucky General Assembly; and

WHEREAS, Christopher Greenup was a former Virginia attorney who served in the Continental Army as a Captain before becoming clerk of the Virginia court for the district of Kentucky; he was one of Kentucky's first two members to the United States House of Representatives; and

WHEREAS, the county seat of Greenup County is located in the northeastern corner at Greenup; and

WHEREAS, on June 13 and 14, 2003, the citizens of Greenup County will be celebrating in various locations around the county, the Bicentennial of Greenup County;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives, in recognition of the two hundredth anniversary of Greenup County, and in full recognition of the social, cultural, educational, and economic advancements of Greenup County and her citizens throughout the course of these two hundred years, join the citizens of that fair county in the jubilant celebration of Greenup County's Bicentennial.

Section 2.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, it does so in honor of the two hundredth anniversary of Greenup County.

Section 3.   The Clerk of the House of Representatives is hereby directed to transmit a copy of this Resolution to Representative Tanya Pullin for presentation to the citizens of Greenup County.
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
