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A RESOLUTION urging officials in New York to give primary consideration to the Coalition of 9/11 Families' position with regard to the World Trade Center Memorial.

WHEREAS, the City of New York suffered both devastation and tragedy on September 11, 2001, with the destruction of the World Trade Center; and

WHEREAS, the City of New York is currently considering several proposals for a memorial at Ground Zero to honor the victims of this horrific tragedy; and

WHEREAS, the World Trade Center site must be treated with the reverence due a hallowed burial ground; and

WHEREAS, treatment of the site must respect the personal grief of all families of victims of September 11 as well as the collective pain and shock experienced by New York, the United States of America, and the world; and 

WHEREAS, treatment of the site should honor the heroism and sacrifice of the many who gave their lives as well as the many still living who offered their lives and services for their fellow citizens; and

WHEREAS, structural development at the site should serve the purpose of memorializing the many facets of the events of September 11 for future generations; and 

WHEREAS, the Coalition of 9/11 Families believes the overriding purpose of architecture and landscaping at the site should be to make visitors aware of the enormity and reality of what happened on September 11, 2001; and

WHEREAS, the Coalition of 9/11 Families believes the treatment of this site should be parallel to the treatment of sites with comparable historical significance such as Pearl Harbor, Gettysburg, and Normandy;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The members of the House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Kentucky urge officials of New York to give primary consideration to the Coalition of 9/11 Families' position with regard to the World Trade Center Memorial.

Section 2.
