With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Robert A. Redmond Sr., and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Roy A. Redmond Sr. was born on January 26, 1924, a native of Paris, Bourbon County, Kentucky, and longtime resident of Maysville, Mason County, Kentucky, and he traversed these earthly bounds on December 15, 2002; and

WHEREAS, Roy A. Redmond Sr. was the loving husband of the late Alberta Gregory Redmond; he was the loving father of three sons, Roy A. Redmond Jr. of Nokesville, Virginia, Dennis D. Redmond, and Lee L. Redmond, both of Maysville, and a daughter, Patty Redmond Hughes of Maysville; he was the proud grandfather of seven grandchildren and eight great-grandchildren; he was the loving brother of Robert Redmond of Richmond, Indiana, Leo Redmond of Dayton, Ohio, and Archie Redmond of Phoenix, Arizona; and he was a special and dear friend to Ethel White of Grand Rapids, Michigan; and

WHEREAS, Roy A. Redmond Sr. graduated from Maysville High School in 1942; he was a 1950 graduate of Eastern Kentucky University; and he served his country with pride and distinction in the United States Army during World War II in the Pacific Theater, after which time he was in the Army Reserves, serving as a Colonel until his retirement in 1984; and

WHEREAS, Roy A. Redmond Sr. was an esteemed member of the Mason County community; he was a devout member of the First Presbyterian Church, where he served as elder and deacon; he was manager of the WFTM Radio Station for 30 years in Maysville; he taught high school during his early career in Manchester; and he was co-owner of WWXL Radio Station, and co-owner of New Big Creek Mining; and

WHEREAS, Roy A. Redmond Sr. was an active member of the Disabled American Veterans Chapter in Grand Rapids, Michigan; he was also active on the Membership Committee for the National Association of Broadcasters; he was past president of the Kentucky Broadcasters Association; and he was the recipient of the Kentucky MIC Award from the Kentucky Broadcasters Association in 1984; and

WHEREAS, when this honorable body reflects upon the memory of Roy A. Redmond Sr., it is with fond recollection that we remember him for his years of service as doorkeeper in the House of Representatives; he was a loyal Democrat; he made and sustained many friendships through the years; and his compassion for and understanding of the common man was demonstrated daily throughout his life; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Roy A. Redmond Sr. has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;
