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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in loving memory and honor of the brave astronauts who perished aboard the Space Shuttle Columbia on February 1, 2003.

WHEREAS, the Kentucky House of Representatives is grateful to Almighty God for placing courage in the hearts and a thirst for knowledge in the minds of the Columbia crew, whose dedicated lives will continue to inspire the same qualities in this and future generations; and

WHEREAS, the Kentucky House of Representatives is grateful to Almighty God for giving young people the wonderful example of the Columbia crew who did not measure the worth of their profession by a paycheck, but by the value of their service to their countrymen; and

WHEREAS, the Kentucky House of Representatives is grateful to Almighty God for providing the present generation of young people with the role model of seven outstanding astronauts whose disciplined minds and bodies enabled them to accomplish extraordinary achievements; and

WHEREAS, the Kentucky House of Representatives is grateful to Almighty God for giving us Jesus Christ as the standard for measuring the worth of life in terms of duty, honor, and excellence rather than length of days;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives expresses gratitude to Almighty God for the extraordinarily disciplined and dedicated lives of Lieutenant Colonel Michael P. Anderson, Commander Laurel Blair Salton Clark, Captain David M. Brown, Dr. Kalpana Chawla, Colonel Rick Douglas Husband, Commander William C. McCool, and Colonel Ilan Ramon who by their example challenge all of us to lead purposeful and virtuous lives characterized by commitment to duty, honor, and excellence.

Section 2.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this 4th day of February in the year of our Lord 2003, it does so in honor of the Columbia shuttle crew.
