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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in loving memory and honor of James W. Lambert.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to James W. Lambert, our friend and colleague, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, James W. Lambert was born on April 6, 1915, a native of Mount Vernon, Rockcastle County, Kentucky, and he traversed these earthly bounds on February 2, 2003; and

WHEREAS, James W. Lambert was the loving son of the late James H. and Mary Wheeler Lambert; he was the devoted husband of the late Ruth Hilton Lambert; he was the adored father of two sons, Joseph E. Lambert and James H. Lambert; and he was the proud grandfather of three grandchildren; and he also leaves behind two loving sisters, Nancy Williams of Berea, and Dorothy Lambert of Augusta, Georgia; and

WHEREAS, James W. Lambert served his country with honor and distinction in the United States Navy during World War II in the Pacific Theater; and

WHEREAS, James W. Lambert attended Berea College and was a graduate of the University of Kentucky College of Law, after which time he returned to Rockcastle County to practice law, and for many years, he served as Rockcastle County Attorney; and

WHEREAS, James W. Lambert was an esteemed member of the Rockcastle County community where he was a member of Mount Vernon Baptist Church; he was an active and involved citizen, and was a director of the Rockcastle Hospital and Respiratory Care Center for over 30 years; he had been director of the Bank of Mount Vernon and Berea National Bank; and he was a 32nd degree Mason and a member of the Mount Vernon Lions Club; and

WHEREAS, our friend and colleague, James W. Lambert, was successfully elected to four consecutive terms in the Kentucky House of Representatives, where he served as House Minority Leader in 1952 and 1954, and in 1956, he was a member of the Kentucky Constitution Revision Assembly; during his tenure with the Kentucky General Assembly, he represented his constituents with pride and honesty while exemplifying dedication, professionalism, and high standards; and his extraordinary vision and leadership brought light and inspiration to so many lives, and his commitment to justice, civility, and truthfulness will endure beyond measure; and

WHEREAS, the passing of James W. Lambert has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
