PURPOSE/MECHANICS  

SB 109 amends KRS 236.060 to remove the exemption from boiler inspections in apartment houses of less than six families, as set forth in KRS 236.005 to 236.150.  This bill amends KRS 236.120 to increase the inspection fee to $25 from $15; and amends KRS 236.210 to remove exemptions from boiler license requirements.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of SB 109 on local government would be minimal, as the boiler inspection and licensing program is a state government function carried out by the Department of Housing, Buildings and Construction.  Currently, there are no inspectors or licensing of boilers at the local government level.  

However, if this bill were to pass, a small number of local governments that currently have a heating, ventilation, and air conditioning installation (HVAC) program would no longer inspect those smaller apartment units which are currently exempt from boiler inspections, according to KRS 236.060.  These apartment buildings, with five or fewer family units, having steam or vapor boilers for heating, would be inspected by the state department staff who inspect the larger apartment units and have specific expertise in steam or vapor boilers.
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
