On page 2, after line 14, by inserting the following:

"Section 2.   (1)
Any private investigating firm that has had its headquarters in the Commonwealth of Kentucky for at least two (2) years prior to July 15, 2002, shall receive a license issued under KRS Chapter 329A automatically upon filing the appropriate application and paying the appropriate fee by October 1, 2003.

Any person actively engaged in full-time or part-time investigatory work in this state as a private investigator or as an investigator for a law enforcement agency for a continuous period of at least two (2) years prior to July 15, 2002, shall receive a license as a private investigator issued under KRS Chapter 329A upon:

(a)
Filing an application with the board prior to October 1, 2003, including supporting documentation;

(b)
Paying the licensure fee; and

(c)
Passing the examination administered by the board in accordance with KRS 329A.025 unless the board, in its discretion and on a case by case basis, waives the examination requirement.".
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
