PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The measure amends KRS 29A.060 relating to juries to require that a summons to jury duty be served by the sheriff and not the court.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of SB 118 on local governments is indeterminable, but will likely be minimal.  The measure requires summons to jury duty be served by the sheriff and not the court.

Sheriff offices would not need additional training to comply with the measure.  The measure is expected to increase revenue and have a positive impact for sheriff offices.

The bill requires that the service of the summons be by 1st class mail; however, if the summons cannot be accomplished by mail, then the bill requires the summons be served personally by the sheriff.  Reimbursement for postage expenses is expected to be $1.50 for each mailing.  Currently sheriffs receive a $20.00 serving process fee for duties similar to serving court summons.
