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AN ACT designating the painting "Kentucky Treasures," by Michael Sloan, as the official poster of the Commonwealth of Kentucky.

WHEREAS, the landscape of the Commonwealth of Kentucky is one of the most beautiful landscapes of any state in this nation; and

WHEREAS, this Commonwealth is not only blessed with a beautiful landscape, but is also blessed with abundant trees, wildlife, fish, mineral resources, cattle, historical landmarks and magnificent race horses; and

WHEREAS, this proud state has recognized many of these blessings by designating them as official symbols of this Commonwealth; specifically, the cardinal as the state bird, the grey squirrel as the state wildlife animal game species, the freshwater pearl as the state gem, the viceroy butterfly as the state butterfly, the goldenrod as the state flower, the thoroughbred as the state horse, the Kentucky bass as the state fish, and the tulip poplar as the state tree; and

WHEREAS, the Switzer Bridge is a Kentucky historical landmark and is one of only 13 covered bridges remaining in the Commonwealth of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, the Kentucky agate is a crystalline form of quartz native to the Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, no artistic medium currently exists that chronicles, showcases or depicts the state's designated symbols, historical landmarks, and native mineral formations in one uniform presentation; and

WHEREAS, the scenic painting "Kentucky Treasures" achieves such a uniform presentation and hence provides the citizens of Kentucky with an opportunity to admire and showcase, in their entirety, the valuable treasures of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, from time to time, the General Assembly has deemed it appropriate to adopt certain works of art as official state symbols;

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 2 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

The painting "Kentucky Treasures," by Michael Sloan, shall be the artwork used for the creation of a poster. The poster shall be designated the official state poster for the Commonwealth of Kentucky, and shall be named "Kentucky Treasures."
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
