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AN ACT relating to the affordability of health insurance coverage under preferred provider arrangements.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF SUBTITLE 17 OF KRS CHAPTER 304 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

An insurer may offer, as an option, a health insurance policy utilizing a preferred provider arrangement which is not subject to any law or other restriction that prescribes or limits the level of reimbursement for contracted health care providers or noncontracted health care providers, including any deductibles, copayments, coinsurance, or other cost-sharing provisions.

SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF SUBTITLE 17A OF KRS CHAPTER 304 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
An insurer may offer, as an option, a health benefit plan utilizing a preferred provider arrangement which is not subject to any law or other restriction that prescribes or limits the level of reimbursement for contracted health care providers or noncontracted health care provider, including any deductibles, copayments, coinsurance, or other cost-sharing provisions.

This section shall not affect the requirement that an insurer in the small group market shall offer the standard plan pursuant to KRS 304.17A-250.

SECTION 3.   A NEW SECTION OF SUBTITLE 18 OF KRS CHAPTER 304 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

An insurer may offer, as an option, a group health insurance contract utilizing a preferred provider arrangement which is not subject to any law or other restriction that prescribes or limits the level of reimbursement for contracted health care providers or noncontracted health care providers, including any deductibles, copayments, coinsurance, or other cost-sharing provisions.
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
