PURPOSE/MECHANICS

SB 210 SCS retains provisions of the original bill except to clarify that a firearms dealer may locate anywhere in a jurisdiction in which another business may locate.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of SB 210 SCS on local governments is indeterminable, but should be minimal. The bill creates a new section of KRS Chapter 100 to specify that zoning ordinances and zoning actions may not be used to keep a federally licensed firearms manufacturer, importer, or dealer from doing business in a city, county, urban government, charter county, or consolidated local government. Only two Kentucky cities, Dayton and Bellevue, are known to have such ordinances. Presumably passage of the bill will require zoning ordinance amendments in the respective cities, or any others affected, resulting in unknown administrative and publication costs.
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
