Text of Legislation:  

Retain original provisions of the bill except replace selected references of “animal” with “dog or cat”; identify what constitutes torture of a dog or cat; provide that the first offense for torture is a Class A misdemeanor and the second and subsequent offenses are a Class D felony; provide an exemption for the killing of animals for the processing of food or other commercial purposes; retain “mutilation” and “torturing” as crimes of cruelty to animals in the second degree; amend KRS 258.245 to delete the provisions which makes it unlawful for a person to injure or poison any dog with a current license tag; delete the provision that makes it unlawful for a person to place poison in a place accessible to a dog.



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

This bill creates a Class D felony for second and subsequent offenses of animal torture of a dog or cat. The Department of Corrections estimates that the bill may result in one additional inmate in FY 04 with an average sentence of one year (7.6 months average time-served) and one additional inmate in FY 05.



Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
Based upon the facts and assumptions noted above, and allowing for credit time, date of sentence imposition, felony class, and likely incarceration location (i.e., county jail, state institution), this bill could result in one additional Class D inmate in FY 04 at a cost of approximately $10,500 and one additional inmate in FY 05 at a cost of approximately $10,800.

NOTE:  In all cases, consideration should be given to the cumulative impact of all bills that increase the felon population or that impose new obligations on the Department of Corrections.
