PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The measure amends KRS 304.99-060 relating to penalties for failure to have motor vehicle insurance.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of SB 42 on local governments is indeterminable, but is expected to be minimal.  The measure amends KRS 304.99-060 relating to penalties for failure to have motor vehicle insurance to provide that leniency can be shown for the first offense only if the required security was in effect at the time of the offense, otherwise the minimum fine shall be imposed.  The measure provides a minimum jail time of ten days for a second or subsequent offense and stipulates that leniency can be shown only if the required security was in effect at the time of the alleged offense, otherwise the minimum incarceration of 10 days must be imposed.

Representatives of local law enforcement indicated a minimal impact from the measure.  Duties would be no greater, nor would extensive training be involved with compliance.  However, local jails could be faced with additional expenses associated with the requirement of the minimum 10 day incarceration for second or subsequent offenders.  Currently per diem costs for local jails are approximately $21.50 per day.
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
