FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of SB 62 GA on local governments is indeterminable, but is expected to be minimal.  The measure provides parking restrictions and fines for parking spaces reserved for clergy.
