PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The measure creates a new section of KRS Chapter 336, to prohibit, as a condition of employment or continued employment, mandatory membership or participation in a labor organization, including employee organizations or associations for state government employees in the classified service (KRS 18A.005).  The measure amends KRS 336.990 to assess a $1000.00 fine or a jail term not to exceed six months, or both, as a penalty for violating the provisions of the bill.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of SB 77 on local governments is indeterminable, but is expected to be minimal.  The measure prohibits, as a condition of employment, mandatory membership or participation in a labor organization.  Any person who violates this provision could be fined $1000.00 and imprisoned in the county jail for up to 6 months.

If enacted, the measure would have little impact on city or county governments.  Counties and cities having labor organizations would have to change policies governing this type activities, which could result in some minor administrative costs.

Persons who violate provisions of the measure could be incarcerated in county jails for up to 6 months.  The daily per diem cost for housing prisoners in county jails is $27.51 per day.  However, there is no adequate way to predict how many, if any, would violate provisions of the measure.
