PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The effect of SJR 22 will be the dismissal of bench warrants issued against over 500 people for failure to appear in Jefferson District Court to answer charges stemming from alleged violations of the vehicle emissions testing program.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of SJR 22 on the Jefferson County Attorney's Office and law enforcement personnel is indeterminable. Nevertheless, the case dismissals directed under the resolution should save administrative time and effort. According to officials with the County Attorney's Office and Jefferson County Air Pollution Control District, the Jefferson County court issued the bench warrants after people failed to show cause in court regarding why they had not had their vehicles checked under the VET program.

The resolution should result in reducing the workload in the Jefferson County Attorney's Office by virtue of removing the cases from the court docket, and save law enforcement officers' time and effort involved in bringing alleged violators to court. However, there likely will be some minimal administrative time expended in filing motions with the court to dismiss the cases.
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
