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A JOINT RESOLUTION naming an overpass in Letcher County in honor of D. Charles Dixon.

WHEREAS, D. Charles Dixon is a retired teacher who spent many years helping students in Letcher County; and

WHEREAS, during his teaching career, D. Charles Dixon also served as the coach of the Jenkins High School Track and Field team; and

WHEREAS, D. Charles Dixon is a loving husband and devoted father and grandfather; and

WHEREAS, D. Charles Dixon is a devoutly religious man who is honored to be a deacon of the Jenkins Methodist Church; and

WHEREAS, a former magistrate, D. Charles Dixon, has devoted his life to public service as a member of many boards, most importantly as chair of the Appalachian Industrial Authority; and

WHEREAS, in his role as chair of the Appalachian Industrial Authority, D. Charles Dixon was instrumental in the planning and successful launching of the Gateway Industrial Park;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet shall name the "wagon box type" overpass at the intersection of United States Route 23 and Kentucky Route 119 south of Jenkins High School the "D. Charles Dixon Overpass."

Section 2.   The Transportation Cabinet shall, within thirty days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect signs at each approach to the "wagon box type" overpass at the intersection of United States Route 23 and Kentucky Route 119 south of Jenkins High School that read "D. Charles Dixon Overpass."
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
