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A JOINT RESOLUTION declaring the Tri-Cities area of Harlan County to be the black bear capital of Kentucky.

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth is blessed with a rich variety of wildlife and citizens who share a great love for the many faces of Kentucky's natural beauty and bounty; and

WHEREAS, the mountains of eastern Kentucky are among the Commonwealth's richest areas of natural beauty and wildlife diversity; and

WHEREAS, that beauty and diversity is nowhere more in evidence than in the Tri-Cities area of Harlan County, encompassing Cumberland, Benham and Lynch; and

WHEREAS, the Tri-Cities area and Kingdom Come State Park are also home to a natural corridor encouraging the restoration of black bear populations in the Commonwealth; and 

WHEREAS, the spectacular scenery of the area is also premier habitat for the black bear; and 

WHEREAS, both the scenic splendor and the noble bears are economic assets which draw visitors and positive economic impact to the area;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Tri-Cities area of Harlan County shall henceforth be known as the black bear capital of Kentucky.

Section 2.   The Transportation Cabinet shall erect signs announcing this designation on all major roads entering the area.
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
