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A JOINT RESOLUTION naming the "Epp Bartley Memorial Bridge" in Pike County.

WHEREAS, Epp Bartley was the devoted husband to Perneaty and loving father to three sons, two daughters, and numerous grand and great-grand children; and

WHEREAS, a hard working man his entire life, Epp Bartley toiled as a coal miner to support his family; and

WHEREAS, Epp Bartley was a devoutly religious member of the Old Regular Baptist Church in Pike County; and

WHEREAS, the cemetery where Epp Bartley and several members of the Bartley Family were laid to rest had to be relocated when the state recently built a bridge on Kentucky Route 1469, now officially known as the "N. Clayton Little Highway";

NOW, THEREFORE,
