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A JOINT RESOLUTION renaming Kentucky Route 194 from Phelps to Stopover in Pike County.

WHEREAS, Reverend Dewitt Furrow began ministering to the needs of Pike Countians when he moved to Kentucky in 1952; and

WHEREAS, currently the Reverend Dewitt Furrow keeps a very hectic schedule as he leads two congregations, the Shephard Memorial Presbyterian Church in Stopover, KY and the Phelps Presbyterian Church in Phelps, KY; and

WHEREAS, the Reverend Dewitt Furrow is beloved throughout Pike County for his compassion, kindness, dedication, and selflessness; and

WHEREAS, because of his immeasurable contributions for over half a century, Reverend Dewitt Furrow is deeply respected and universally recognized as a leading member of the community;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The members of this august body, both individually and collectively, proclaim Reverend Dewitt Furrow to be an outstanding citizen and exemplary representative of the Commonwealth.

Section 2.   The Transportation Cabinet shall rename Kentucky Route 194 from Phelps to Stopover in Pike County "The Reverend Dewitt Furrow Highway."

Section 3.   The Transportation Cabinet shall, within thirty days of the effective date of this resolution, erect signs in Phelps and Stopover on Kentucky Route 194 that read "The Reverend Dewitt Furrow Highway."
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
