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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in loving memory and honor of Dr. Malvin E. Moore Jr.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Dr. Malvin E. Moore Jr., and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Dr. Malvin E. Moore Jr. was born on April 28, 1918, a native of Helena, Arkansas, and resident of Louisville, Jefferson County, Kentucky, and he traversed these earthly bounds on December 15, 2002; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Malvin E. Moore Jr. was the loving son of the late Malvin E. and M. Etta Moore; he was the devoted husband of more than 63 years to Dr. Eryn E. W. Moore; he was the loving father of three children, Etta Jeneene, Malvin E. Moore III, and Chylow P. Abdul-Latif; and he was the proud grandfather of nine grandchildren, Dr. Alison K. Wright and her husband Allen of Indianapolis, Indiana, Dr. Daniel G. Kean II and his wife Kimberly of Birmingham, Alabama, Erin H. Moore of Newark, New Jersey, William A. Kean Jr. of Joplin, Missouri, Kathryn Y. Moore of Newport News, Virginia, Malvin E. Moore IV of New York City, Tiffany C. Moore and Meredith A. Moore of Atlanta, Georgia, and Melissa A. Kean of Louisville; and five great-grandchildren, Amber J. Kean, Jason A. Wright, Daniel G. Kean III, Devin E. Wright and Kendall A. Wright; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Malvin E. Moore Jr. graduated from J. C. Corbin High School in Pine Bluff, Arkansas, and he graduated from Tuskegee Institute in Alabama, where he was mentored by the great scientist, Dr. George Washington Carver; he received his M.A. degree from New York University in 1950, and he received his Ph.D. from George Peabody College of Vanderbilt University in 1959, where he became the first African-American to receive a doctorate degree from a major educational institution in the south; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Malvin E. Moore Jr. was past chairman of the Department of Industrial Education at Tennessee A. & I. State University in Nashville, and he was dean of the College at Arkansas A. M. & N. College, where he also served as professor and chairman of the Department of Tailoring; he was chairman of the Department of Education at Miles College in Birmingham, Alabama, and he was professor of Higher Education at Fayetteville State University in North Carolina; at Southern Illinois University, he was professor of Higher Education, professor of Educational Leadership, and director of the Teacher Corps, where he founded and directed the degree-granting program, "Developing Leaders in Developing Institutions," which sought out bright African-American and minority faculty members at historically black colleges and universities and enrolled them in doctoral programs at Southern Illinois University; and he also served as visiting professor and consultant at many colleges and universities, including the University of Illinois, Indiana University, the University of Texas Medical School, North Carolina State University, East Carolina University, Jackson State University, Kentucky State University, and Malcolm X University; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Malvin E. Moore Jr. was a licensed Baptist minister, and he once served as pastor of a rural church in North Carolina; he was a trustee of the Synod of Living Waters of the Presbyterian Church, USA, and chairman of the Board of Trustees of Knoxville College; and he was a devout member of Green Castle Baptist Church, and former member of Calvin Presbyterian Church in Louisville; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Malvin E. Moore Jr. was chairman of the Advisory Council of the Illinois Board of Higher Education, he was a member of the National Council of Teachers of Education at the universities of Illinois and Iowa, he was a member of Phi Delta Kappa Education Honor Society, he served two terms on the Faculty Senate at Southern Illinois University, and he was a co-founder, treasurer, and member of the Editorial Board of the Journal of Ethnic and Special Studies; and

WHEREAS, in 1982, Dr. Malvin E. Moore Jr. was the recipient of the Southern Illinois University Alumni Great Teacher Award; in 1984 he received the Teacher of the Year Award from the Southern Illinois University College of Education, and he was the recipient of the Phi Delta Kappa Distinguished Award for Teachers; in 1997 he was appointed to the Kentucky State Personnel Board, and later that year, he was inducted into the Afro-American Hall of Fame in the field of Higher Education; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Malvin E. Moore Jr. was a 33rd Degree Mason; he was a member of the Supreme Council of Prince Hall Masons, a past Master of the Haygood Lodge #47 of Pine Bluff, Arkansas, and a member of The Improved Benevolent Protective Order of Elks of the World; and he was also a member of Omega Psi Phi Fraternity, a founding member of Gamma Psi Boule' of Sigma Pi Phi Fraternity, a member of the Psi Boule' of Louisville, and the Epicurean Club; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Malvin E. Moore Jr. served his country with honor and distinction in the United States Navy during World War II, where he was a member of the Navy Band that trained at the Great Lakes Naval Station in Illinois, and he was also posted in Chapel Hill, North Carolina, and the Aleutian Islands in Alaska, after which time he organized "The Great Lakes Reunion," an annual gathering of veterans of The Great Lakes Experience, which included some of the best known and talented jazz musicians in the country; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Dr. Malvin E. Moore Jr. has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby express its profound sense of sorrow upon the passing of Dr. Malvin E. Moore Jr., and extends to his family and many friends its most heartfelt sympathy.
